Homework
Every student in this class is expected to maintain a complete and organized notebook. Periodically I will collect homework assignments and other times I will simply spot check while walking around the room. 

Notebook List
You will be responsible for keeping and maintaining a complete and organized notebook. Everything that is issued a number will need to be kept in order, completed, and will eventually be a part of the notebook check. Notebook checks will be part of the Homework/Notebook 20% of your grade.

Cell Phones and Music
